As we only have August and September matches to play may I now thank all Clubs that have supported the 
Association by making their greens available to host matches and also for nominating players for friendly 

matches during the season. We have received support this year from nearly 50% of the clubs which has made 
selection for matches a lot easier than previous years. 

However on a more disappointing note we are finding that meal charges not only from the opposition but also 

from our own host clubs are escalating. If this trend continues we shall have no option but to increase our 

match fees for 2008. When allocating Greens for County Friendly matches we do set criteria each year for a 
recommended maximum charge which for 2007 was set at £5.00 per player for the meal and to include tea and 

biscuits during the game and hopefully green fees, with a possible lower charge for non players and guests. We 
appreciate that catering is not always easy to manage but as an Association we do not require anything special 

regarding meals and also bearing in mind that apart from the host club benefiting from additional revenue 

through the increase in bar takings it should also be seen and deemed as an honour to act as hosts.
