INTERNATIONAL SERIES AT PERTH, SCOTLAND

The four Home Nations competed in the International Series at Perth, Scotland, on the 14™ 15" & 16™ March, 2008, on a
round robin basis, and Northamptonshire’s particular interest was in the England Team, where Neil McKee (Kingsthorpe IBC)
was playing at No. 2 in the rink skipped by Andy Thompson of Cyphers IBC, Kent.

On Friday, 14™ March, England gave Ireland a mauling by 63 shots, winning on all 6 rinks, with Neil’s four winning 25-15
shots. The next day England gave Wales a similar mauling, this time by 60 shots, again winning on all 6 rinks, and this time
Neil’s rink won 22 — 13 shots.

Going into the last match against Scotland with a 100% record and a massive shots advantage saw their chances of a clean
sweep very high indeed, but it was not to be, for England came unstuck against their old enemy Scotland, losing by just 4
shots, the final score being 107 — 111 shots. Unfortunately Neil’s rink went down by 14 — 24 shots against a rink skipped by
D Peacock, and the other rinks were very tight with winning 2 drawing 1, and losing 2 by small margins.

With 2 points for a win this meant England took 4 points, and as Scotland also beat Wales but lost to Ireland, they also had 4
points. To make it a three way tie at the top, Ireland beat Scotland and Wales to also take 4 points.

However, on shots difference England were a mile ahead of the other two, and therefore if it is judged on shots scored overall
England have won the series, their shots advantage being + 119 compared with their nearest rivals Scotland’s +20 shots.

MIDLAND COUNTIES CHAMPIONSHIP

Northamptonshire are almost there in the Midland Counties Indoor Bowling Championship. With one match to play the
county is in pole position leading the table with 106 points, with just 2 of the Counties able to overtake them. Their final
opponent Leicestershire is one of them, and Bedfordshire is the other, both having 2 games left to play, and currently having
83 points and 76 points respectively. Northamptonshire needs to take 15 points from Leicestershire to give them the title for
certain, because that would give them 121 points, and the maximum that Bedfordshire could get would be a full house from
both their last matches to provide a final total of 120 points.
