NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP FINALS AT NORTHAMPTON 16" — 23" February, 2008.

The National Championships for seven of the bowls disciplines was opened at Northampton & District Indoor Bowling
Club on Saturday, 16™ February, 2008, by the Mayor of Northampton. David Masters, President of Northampton & District
IBC welcomed everyone to the event, and handed over the facilities to the President of the English Indoor Bowling
Association, John Hornby from Hertfordshire who was supported by the Senior Deputy President Geoff Day from Suffolk,
and the Junior Deputy President John Clipston from Kingsthorpe IBC, Northamptonshire.

After declaring the Championships Open, the Mayor bowled the traditional opening bowl, and the first event, the 1* round
of the Mixed Pairs for the last 32 in the country got under way.

This discipline contained many international players, either junior or senior, including Suzanne & Mervyn King (Gallow
IBC, Norfolk), Ellen Falkner & Nicky Brett (City of Ely IBC) Pam Garden & Steve Tuohy (Egham IBC, Surrey) Mark
Walton (Hornsea IBC, Yorkshire) and our own County man Paul Broderick (Wellingborough IBC), who with his partner
Tina Burgess were hoping to achieve indoors what they did last outdoor season, and take the Mixed Pairs National title.

The first round saw all the ‘fancied’ players going through to the last 16 apart from the Egham duo who having snatched
the required 5 shots to tie their match against the Croydon duo skipped by Alistair Howick, lost the extra end to go out.

Paul and Tina had a relatively comfortable passage through to the last 16, winning 24 shots to 14 shots at 19 ends with their
opponents Julie & Glenn Skipp of Hartlepool conceding defeat.

The following afternoon, Sunday, 17" February, saw Tina and Paul doing battle against Sandy Pullin and Peter Hobday
(Victory IBC, Portsmouth) and with a score of 11 shots for to just 1 in reply after 8 ends they appeared quite comfortable.
Bowls, however, is not quite so straightforward for on the next end the Victory pair picked up a score of 6 shots to very
quickly get to within striking distance. That score seemed to give them a bit of a jolt for over the next 5 ends following
some excellent bowling Paul and Tina picked up 11 shots without reply to go 15 ahead. Then followed some very tight
heads, and some determined heavy bowls which ‘killed’ 6 ends before finally with time almost run out for the Victory pair,
they conceded with 3 ends still to play, and no time to complete them, Tina and Paul were victorious by 25 shots to 14 shots
against.  They now face a near neighbour Stuart Thomas and his partner Barbara Lewis from Barwell IBC in the Quarter
Finals to be played on Monday, 18" February, 2008 at 9.30 a.m.

Interestingly two of the fancied pairings in the last 16, Ellen Falkner/Nicky Brett, and Sue Westoby/Mark Walton, both went
out, with Brett’s match going to an extra end, against Di Wilson & Mick Tomlin (Boston IBC, Lincs.) and the Walton duo
being comfortably beaten by the Angel IBC, Tonbridge, pair skipped by Duncan Hanmore, who won the men’s pairs last
year.



Saturday, 16" February, 2008, also saw the commencement of the Over 50’s Triples Championship last 32 in which the
County interest lie with the trio from Wellingborough IBC Paul Coley, Walt Winsor and Mick Cooper. In the field for this
event were once more a sprinkling of International players, although not so many of note. The first round for the Cooper
triple was played on Sunday, 17" February, 2008, when they came up against one skipped by A Pereira of Stonyhill IBC,
Brentwood. They made a very good start being 10 shots to 2 to the good after 5 ends, and that gap was maintained
throughout with a victory by 9 shots the final score of 21 shots to 12 shots at the 17" end when their opponents conceded.

The last 16 encounter was against Keith Burton, David Baird, and Phil Dickens of Nottingham IBC and after a very well

fought and low scoring match Mick Cooper’s Triple lost by 3 shots. Final score was Mick Cooper’s Trio 11 shots — Phil
Dickens 14 shots.
