The National Championships opened for the Ladies of Bowls England at Victoria Park, Royal Leamington Spa, on Saturday, 

26
th
 July, 2008, with the Opening Cermeony at 9.30 a.m. followed by the Inter County Johns trophy, which was won by 

Hampshire Ladies. 

 

Sunday, 27
th
 July, saw the start of the National Fours Competition, with the Preliminary Round and some of the early 1

st
 

Rounds, but the interest for Northamptonshire was in the afternoon with the majority of Round 1 matches being played at 

2.0 p.m. in very hot sunny conditions. 

 

The County winners from Higham Ferrers Town BC,Brenda Ellis/Helena Norman/Val Betts & Chris Turner were expecting 
to play Surrey ‘A’ team on Rink 30, of the new E green, but at the last moment it was moved to rink 25 as a precaution  

against falling conkers from an enormous chestnut tree which overhung rink 30.   In the event they found Rink 30 very 

difficult, as did their opponents, with a lot of large brown patches at one end which seriously affected the pace of the bowls 
in that direction.   

 

For half of the match the Higham Ladies matched their opponents and were at 12 ends 1 shot up at 9-8, but over the next 

few ends Surrey ‘A’ managed to outscore Higham by 14 shots to 4 and ran out worthy winners by 22-13.
